2. Mission Statement: These are all state-approved initial teacher preparation programs whose primary mission is to prepare highly qualified teachers to work in Florida’s diverse K-12 classrooms.
3. All of the cited programs have been closely monitoring data related to how well they have prepared their students regarding each of the 12 Florida Educator Accomplished Practices (FEAP), which are the state’s teacher education standards.  In addition, the programs monitor the results of program-specific addenda to the UCF Graduating Seniors Survey regarding students’ perceptions of the value of various major program elements to their overall professional development.
4. These assessment data, coupled with other sources of information such as Employer Survey data (information collected from school principals regarding the performance of program graduates) have identified two specific FEAP standards (FEAP 1: Assessment and FEAP 9: Learning Environments) of interest.  Additionally, one program requirement (development of program portfolios) has also been cited by graduating students as an area of concern.
5. Data were collected using direct assessments linked to standards and Graduating Seniors Surveys with program-specific addenda.  Results were also triangulated with data from   employer surveys, alumni surveys, advisory group recommendations, and Florida Department of Education recommendations and guidelines for teacher preparation.

6. Data collected
· FEAP 1, Assessment: 385/461 positive responses (83.5%) – up from 26.6% for 2004-2005
· FEAP 9, Learning Environment: 381/457 positive responses (83.4%) – up from 80.3% for 2004-2005

· Portfolio requirement: 147/457 positive responses (32.2%) for first full-year of e-portfolio requirement.

7. Faculty in all cited programs had implemented interim enhancements for FEAP 1 during 2005-2006 based on 2004-2005 assessment data.  These interim changes had a positive effect on measures pertaining to students’ proficiency in this standard.  Program faculty followed up in 2006-2007 with significant additional enhancements integral to major program curricular revisions of all cited programs.  These major revisions included:

· The establishment of a new required course focusing on assessment: EDF 4467, Learning Theory & Assessment

· The establishment of a new required course focusing on learning environments: EDG 4410, Teaching Strategies and Classroom Management

· The redesign of program portfolios to incorporate all major standards-based formative and summative assessments, to establish rubrics for grading these assessments, and to make these rubrics readily available to students..  
8. Revised programs have been implemented effective summer 2007.  Impact TBD.
9. NOTE: Based on parallel assessment data, similar program revisions are currently in progress for all graduate-level, state-approved initial teacher preparation programs for implementation with catalog year 2008.
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
