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1. Students who complete Entertainment Management core classes will demonstrate a
thorough comprehension of the different types of entertainment management
businesses/organizations and their products or services.

2. Students who complete Entertainment Management core classes will display their
knowledge of the marketing, promotions, and sales processes for entertainment
products by demonstrating use of communication skills that meet the professional
standards of the industry.

3. Students who complete Entertainment Management core classes will demonstrate their
knowledge of strategic assessment of productions in the industry.

4. Students who complete Entertainment Management core classes will demonstrate skills
for strong job placement thus harnessing the power to transform livelihoods.
